Finally, please make sure that you provide your
child with a water bottle daily. This must contain only water, not juices are allowed.
Water bottles can be refilled regularly during the day as and when the children require it.

From the third week of term, we will begin conducting the Reception Baseline
Assessment, this is a statutory government assessment which all reception age children
must have within the first six weeks of staring school. | can assure you that it a very low-
key assessment and consists of a variety of simple activities for the children to complete
on a 1:1 basis with the class teacher. We do not issue results from the baseline, it merely
provides us, as teachers, with each child’s starting point at the beginning of their
educational journey, in order to ensure that we can help all children to make good
progress and achieve their best over the course of the year. If you have any concerns or
guestions, please speak to your child’s class teacher.
