Dear Parents/Carers,

We hope that you all doing well and have enjoyed your half term.

This half term we will learn about Autumn/Winter and different Celebrations. We will start by
learning celebrations such as Diwali and Bonfire Night. The children will listen to the story of Rama
and Sita and explore different ways that this festival is celebrated.

In Nursery this half term we will also have discussions about autumn leaves. We will use WOW
words to describe their colours and textures e.g. ‘crunchy’, ‘crispy’. We will be encouraged to speak
in full sentences, especially when asking for our snack. We will make autumn leaf collages, leaf
rubbings, firework pictures and lots more art work later in the term. We will even look at work by
Jackson Pollock and make ‘marble paintings’!

We will start to learn to recognise some numbers and to
match them to small sets of objects. We will also use money in the role play toy shop and will write
price labels for toys.

We will explore different materials for mark making and talk about what we have drawn or written.
We will take care of our books, turn the pages correctly and talk about stories we have heard. We
will continue to share with our friends what we have done in our ‘Reading home link books’ on a
Thursday, so we can celebrate our achievements.
